Activity of Non-Bank Financial Institutions

27. Like banking sector Financial Institutions

(Fls) play an important role, financing in
various sectors-industry, trade, housing,
transport, and information technology in
Bangladesh. As on 30 June, 2011 there are 30
Financial Institutions (Fls) in the country.
Total 115 branches including 30 head offices
are working in the Dhaka and in other places
of the country. As on 31 December, 2010 the
amount of total paid-up-capital and reserves of
Fls stood at Tk. 4,468.9 crore in which paid-up
capital is Tk. 1,736.4 crore. Total assets and
total deposits of the Fis is at Tk. 25,152.7
crore and 9,437.5 crore respectively as on 31
December, 2010. Besides, industry, trade and
housing sector they also invest in shares and

securities. Their investments in shares and
securities in Tk. 1,243.4 crore as on 31
December, 2010. Fis also participate in the
call money market. They can borrow from the
call money market upto 15 percent of their net
assets. To review the loan status and recovery
of the loan their is a classification and
provisioning system. To make the Fls strong
and effective through strengthening of loan
recovery as well as reviewing of loan status,
like the schedule banks regulation of load
classifications and provisioning for the Fls is
in vogue. As on 31 December 2010, total
outstanding loans and leases of the Fis is Tk.
18,120.2 crore. The classification rate
(industry average) of loans & leases is 5.9% as
on 31 December 2010.

Inward remittances for providing Business
Process Outsourcing (BOP) services.

Attention of Authorized Dealers (ADs) is invited to
Paragraph 23(b), Chapter 8 of Guidelines for
Foreign Exchange Transactions (GFET), Vol-1
(2009 Edition) in terms of which export of
computer software and data entry/data processing
services in non-physical form such as V-Sat,
Internet or other electronic media does not require
EXP procedure.

It is observed that Bangladesh is gradually
becoming an offshore destination for BPO in
respect of IT services. Besides firms/companies,
individuals may also provide services outsourced
by non-residents through internet. The payment
against the services is normally due on delivery of
the services and it may not necessarily require
documents for collection of export proceeds.
However, confusion arises as to whether existing
regulations will be applicable for such services,
This is to clarify that services so provided by
individuals will come within the purview of export
in non-physical form as per stipulation of the
paragraph mentioned above. As such, ADs are free
to credit the proceeds of the inward remittance to

the accounts of individual service providers subject
to observance of the following terms and conditions:

a)  ADs shall satisfy themselves on examination
of the relevant documents (such as e-mail
communication) and the message (such as
SWIFT) relating to the inward remittance
that the payment has been received from the
respective non-resident customers to whom
services have been delivered in accordance
with specific arrangements;

b) ADs shall ensure that the individual
beneficiaries have necessary capacities to
provide the underlying services;

c) ADs shall encash the inward remittance on
receipt of Form-C duly filled in from the
individual beneficiaries;

d) ADs shall ensure deduction of applicable
taxes, if any;

e) ADs shall exerciese due diligence in respect
of the transactions and comply with foreign
exchange regulations, AML/CFT standards
and other relevant laws/regulations in force;
and

f)  ADs shall keep records in support of the
transaction and report the same in relevant
monthly schedules/statement to the
Bangladesh Bank.

Dealers.

Bangladesh Bank has published new edition of
Code Lists for Reporting of External Sector
Transactions, by the Authorized Dealers (2011-
Edition). Authorized Dealers (ADs) are advised to
report the transactions carried out from July, 2011
onward in accordance with the new edition of the
Code Lists.

Guidelines on Environmental Risk Management
(ERM)

The concept of Environmental Governance is now
very important phenomenon. The effective
handling of environmental issues and management
of natural resources are significant for the very
survival of humanity. For this, Environmental Risk
Management is applicable for all sort of financing.
And therefore, Banks/Financial Institutions (FLs)
are very concerns of this issue. The main
determinants of environmental risks are the nature
of a borrower's business activity and the
vulnerability of the location of the business
activity. Over the last two decades, the adoption of
Environmental Risk Management techniques and
procedures is increasingly becoming an important
area of activity for Banks/Fls. This has been driven

by an increasing awareness of environmental issues
among all stakeholders, particularly community,
customers, shareholders and Investors. The
regulators are also increasingly raising challenging
questions about corporate governance, social and
environmental impacts of operations and
investments of Banks/FIs.

The environment in Bangladesh is deteriorating
significantly. The key areas of deterioration include
land degradation, water pollution and scarcity, air
pollution, biodiversity resources and impacts of
natural disasters. Rapid population growth,
improper use of land, poor resource management
and uncontrolled discharge of pollutants are the
major causes. In addition, Bangladesh is one of the
most climate change vulnerable countries and
floods, tropical cyclones, storm surges, droughts
are likely to become more frequent and severe in
the coming years. Banks/FIs in Bangladesh need to
protect their financing from the risks arising out of
the deteriorating environmental scenario and
climate change. Failing to consider these
environmental risks as a part of financing decisions
will lead to and increase in non-performing loans
(NPLs) for Banks/FIs.

In view of the above, Bangladesh Bank has
prepared Guidelines on Environmental Risk
Management (ERM) to streamline solutions for
managing the environmental risks in the financial
sector. These guidelines were prepared in a
consultative manner with several rounds of
inputs/discussions with Banks and FIs.

Now, for the awareness and preparation for easy
adoption and smooth compliance of the ERM
guidelines by June 30, 2011, a soft copy of ERM
guidelines has been made available in the BB
website: www.bangladesh-bank.org and
www.bangladeshbank.org.bd

FIs are advised to give suggestions if they face
problem in the implementation of the guidelines by
May 31, 2011. BB will continue its support and
facilitate FIs by conducting exclusive training
programme, seminar or workshop upon the request
from the Fls for their capacity building on ERM
issue.
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Since development is a continuous process, there
will always be scope for making adjustment to
develop ERM guidelines. These Guidelines are
dynamic documents, which will be revised as and
when required and at least once in every three
years. The structure of the guidelines provide the
minimum that needs to be in place and are
intended to make available a common platform
from which individual banks and financial
institutions can launch their own environmental
risk assessment farmework

Instructions to be followed by the Non profit
Organizations and Non  Government
Organizations to comply with the provisions of
Money Laundering Prevention Act, 2009

In Pursuance of section 2(1) (vii) Money
Laundering Prevention Act, 2009 Non profit
Organizations (NPO) and Non Government
Organizations (NGO) functioning in Bangladesh
have been included in the list of reporting agencies
by the gazette notification no. AMLD- 01/2010 BB
dated 30 September, 2010 which has been
circulated through the AML circular no. 26 dated
30 September, 2010. As per the gazette notification
Non profit Organizations/Institution means any
Organizations or Institution licensed or registered
under section 28 of the Companies Act
(Bangladesh)-1994 and Non Government
Organization means Organizations ro Institution
licensed or registered under the Voluntary Social
Welfare Agencies (registered and control)
Ordinance-1961, the Co-operative Societies Act-
2001, the Societies Registration Act-1890, the
Foreign Donation (Voluntary activities) Regulation
Ordinance-1978, the Foreign Contributions
(regulation) Ordinance, 1982 and Micro credit
Regulatory Act-2006.

The power and responsibilities of Bangladesh Bank
in preventing and combating money laundering and
the responsibilities of the reporting agencies have

been delineated respectively in section 23 and 25
of Money Laundering Prevention Act, 2009.
Instructions of this circular are issued pursuant to
section 23 of Money Laundering Prevention Act,
2009 for compliance of the provisions of the said
Act by the Non profit Organizations and Non
Government Organizations.

Instructions :

a) Each NPO/NGO shall formulate on Anti Money
laundering (AML) and Combating Financing of
Terrorism (CFT) policy and have it approved by
their Board of Directors/top most committee for
proper compliance of the provisions of the Money
laundering prevention Act, 2009. Each NPO/NGO
shall nominate a senior level officer as a contact
point to communicate with Bangladesh Bank to
facilitate the AML/CFT procedures properly. The
name, designation, contact address, telephone
number, fax and e-mail address of the officer
concerned are to be provided to Bangladesh bank
by each NPO/NGO.

b) each NPO/NGO shall :

i) preserve information relating to their goals,
objectives and function in details.

ii) collect and preserve the correct and complete
information of identification of those who
control or direct the activities of the
organization (senior management, members of
the Board of Directors, executive Committee,
Trustee Board or others) in details with
supporting documents.

[Information preserved under subpara (i) &
(i1) shall be made publicly available]

iii) preserve the audited annual financial
statement, explanatory notes of each sector
and all information with supporting
documents related to it at least for 5 (five)
years.

iv) collect and verify the identification
information, relevant experience and other
involvements of the selected candidates before
recruitment.

v) preserve deta ils information relating to the
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Vi)

functions to the functions of their foreign
braches (where applicable) and also preserve
the updated information of the officers/staff
working there.

collect correct and complete information of
identification with supporting documents of
those customers who have outstanding loan of
Tk. 75,000/- (Seventy Five Thousand) or
above or deposit balance of Tk. 50,000/- (Fifty
Thousand) or above and verify the authenticity
of the information/documents and preserve it.
Also preserve the identification
information/documents of the customers and
records of transactions for at least 5 (five)
years from the date of closure of the
relationship with the customer. However,
organization  that receives  foreign
aid/grant/donation/load shall follow the rules
delineated in this subpara irrespective of the
amount of outstanding loan or deposit balance.

[Here 'Customer' means beneficiary/beneficiaries
of NPO/NGO such as any person, group of people,
other NPO/NGO or any other organization]

All customers' transactions of NPO/NGOs
involving Tk. 1,00,000/- (One Lac) and above
shall have to be routed through banking
channel.

The senior management, members of the
Board of Directors, Executive Committee,
Trustee Board or others (where applicable)
shall ensure that all funds are spent in a
manner that is consistent with the stated goals,
objectives of the NPO/NGO (Annual
Independent Audit shall have to be conducted
in this regard).

The senior management or the Board of
Directors (where applicable) shall conduct a
quarterly meeting with the officers of their

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organization on combating money laundering
and financing of terrorism and also arrange
training program for all of their officers. They
shall maintain the record of the meeting and
training conducted.

No NPO/NGO functioning in Bangladesh
shall receive any fund from any person or
organization listed under the resolutions of
United Nations Security Council (all other
resolutions including UNSCR-1267 and
UNSCR-1373). While receiving funds from
any country or any person or organization of
country under the public statement of
Financial Action Task Force (FATF),
Enhanced Due Diligence (EDD) shall have to
be ensured considering the risk. Furthermore,
NPO/NGO shall collect the correct and
complete identification information and
supporting documents of their donors.

Each NPO/NGO having foreign
aid/grant/donation/loan shall receive the
clearance document from the appropriate
authority, preserve the clearance document
and would not return any amount to the donor
without the prior approval of the appropriate
authority.

Each NPO/NGO shall :

ensure appropriate monitoring system to
ascertain that the fund given to their customers
are not used for the purpose of Money
Laundering and financing of terrorism.

report to the Bangladesh Bank immediately if
there is any suspicion or request by any donor.

Each NPO/NGO shall provide such
information and any other papers/documents
as may be asked for by the Bangladesh Bank.
